PUBLIC COMMENT:

No one was present to make a public comment.

ZONING:
Erin Collins-Miles, Zoning Director met with the board to discuss Zoning business.  Josh Kraft was present to request a Plat.  Symens moved, Schuller seconded to approve the following Plat:  Plat of Block 5 in Johnson Addition in Gov’t Lots 3, and 4, Section 19, T127N, R57W of the 5th P.M., Marshall County, South Dakota.  All members voted aye.
Symens moved, Medhaug seconded to approve a building permit for Byron Petersen.  All members voted aye.
HIGHWAY:

Dustin Hofland, Highway Superintendent met with the board to discuss Highway Department business. The Highway Department has been working on blading, signing and mowing.  The box culvert on Bridge 46-030-114 county road 11AC is installed, and the highway department is hoping to pave it if the weather cooperates.  It is angled right now and posted with a low speed so that when they are able to pave they can cut out 3-4 inches of gravel to place the pavement.  If paving can not be completed before it is too cold, the Highway Department will improve the angle on the bridge until it can be completed in the spring.

The quote from Lake Region Electric for the installation of lights at the railroad crossing between Britton and the Highway shop on 423rd Avenue came in at $5306.13 plus an additional $9 per foot if boring is needed.  Marshall County will be responsible for 10% of this cost.
RESOLUTION: Speed Limits
Medhaug moved, Symens seconded to pass the following resolution:

WHEREAS SDCL 32-25-9.1 permits County Commissioners to establish speed zones within their jurisdiction,
AND WHEREAS Marshall County desires to reduce the speed limit on some areas of Road maintained by the County to ensure the safety of County residents,
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the following speed zones be established in Marshall County:

-35 MPH speed zone on 115th Street starting at 200 feet East of 430th avenue and going East .4 miles
-40 MPH speed zone on 438th Avenue starting at Highway 10 and going South to the West State Park
-25 MPH speed zone on 116th Street (Northside Drive) from 438th Avenue to West of Highway 25 (the road that goes between the two State Parks)

-40 MPH speed zone on 116th Street from Highway 25 going West to the East State Park.

-35 MPH speed zone on 434th Avenue starting .7 miles North of 120th Street and continuing North .7 miles around Fort Sisseton State park
-35 MPH Speed zone on 448th Avenue starting at BIA road 3 and going South 1.8 miles around Buffalo Lake

All members voted aye.
