PUBLIC COMMENT:

No one was present to make a public comment.
ZONING:

Shannon Lee, Zoning Director and Erin Collins-Miles, Zoning Director in Training met with the board to discuss Zoning business.  Barb Fischer was present to request a 28 foot variance from the required 30 foot setback from a public right-of-way to replace a shed.  Knebel moved, Luttrell seconded to approve the variance as requested.  All members present voted aye. 

Scott and Debra St. Sauver applied for a 3 foot variance from the required 7 foot setback from a property line to build an addition on a house.  Luttrell moved, Schuller seconded to approve the variance as requested.  All members present voted aye.

Terry Fredrickson was present to explain a variance request that is scheduled for hearing on September 18.  Fredickson will not be able to attend the hearing, so he explained the request to the commissioners and was available to answer any questions.  Fredrickson stated that his application was turned in on August 13 and should have been able to have a hearing sooner than September 18.  Lee explained that the Zoning board only meets twice a month, and when an application is turned in on a Monday, there is not adequate time to evaluate, measure and prepare the hearing notice by the deadline for publications to be in the paper that Wednesday, so the earliest the notice could have been published would have been August 22.  That would not have allowed the required 15 days of publication for a variance hearing to be held at the September 4 meeting, so the hearing had to be scheduled on the next meeting date, September 18.

Knebel moved, Symens seconded to approve building permits for the following applicants: Mike Likness, David Siebel, Steven Streier, Daniel Bessler and Terry Fredrickson (house only.) All members present voted aye.

HIGHWAY:
Dustin Hofland, Highway Superintendent and Sandy Dinger, Highway Secretary met with the board to discuss highway department business.  Knebel moved, Schuller seconded to approve an approach request for Doug Henley.  All members voted aye.

Hofland reported that he had met with representatives from Sunset Colony to discuss a trial of Base One injection in 2 miles of county road 11AN to determine if it works to harden the road and if it is something the County would like to use in the future.  Sunset Colony was in favor of this trial.  Symens moved, Schuller seconded to proceed with injecting 2 miles of county road 11AN with Base 1.  All members voted aye.  Hofland will contact the contractor, Loiseau Construction, to see if they will be able to complete the 2-mile trial.  The road surface needs to be re-milled and the Base One injected in to the milled gravel before packing it down.
Hofland reported that there will be a truck available in December for the county to purchase from Transource as bid at the June 7, 2018 meeting if the County chooses to purchase at this time.

Dinger informed the board that annual propane bids will be opened on September 18 at 9:30 am.  Also, the annual public meeting for the highway department 5-year plan will be held on September 18 at 9:30.  

Dinger will be viewing a webinar for Phase 2 of the FEMA Risk Map update on September 5 together with Erin Collins-Miles, Zoning Director in Training.
July and August expenditure reports were presented by Dinger.

RESOLUTION:
Knebel moved, Symens seconded to pass the following resolution:

RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH CONSOLIDATED BOARD OF EQUALIZATION

BE IT RESOLVED by the Marshall County Commission that a consolidated Board of Equalization as authorized by SDCL 10-11-66 shall be established pursuant to the Resolution of the Governing Boards of Marshall County, the Town of Langford, and the Langford Area School District 45-5 for 2019 values, taxes payable 2020.  The consolidated Board of Equalization as created by this Resolution shall be authorized to exercise all powers contained in SDCL 10-11.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that three members from the Marshall County Commission and one member from the Langford Board of Trustees and one member from the Langford Area School District shall constitute a consolidated Board of Equalization as provided by SDCL 10-11-66.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Marshall County Commission, the Town of Langford, and the Langford Area School District 44-5 shall be responsible for the per diem, salary and mileage costs of the respective members that serve on the consolidated Board of Equalization.  Marshall County Commission shall be responsible for the ordinary and customary expenses associated with the equalization of property including appeals to the State Board of Equalization.  The financial responsibilities contained in this Resolution shall remain unless any party requests that they be modified prior to December 1st of each year.


THIS RESOLUTION shall be binding upon the Marshall County Commission and each of the other governing bodies adopting this Resolution according to law.

PROVISIONAL BUDGET HEARING:

Knebel moved, Symens seconded to approve the provisional budget.  All members voted aye.  
PAY RAISE:

Per a 1-year review, Luttrell moved, Schuller seconded to approve a pay raise for Shelby Thompson, Deputy Auditor from $14.47 to $15.21 effective August 19. All members voted aye.

SHERIFF VEHICLES:
Symens moved, Knebel seconded to authorize the chair to sign the financing documents with Ford Motor Credit for the purchase of three Ford F-150 pick-ups with an annual payment of $36,727.64 for three years.  All members voted aye.

COURTHOUSE:

Lindsey Kimber, GLAD and Dale Elsen, Sheriff were present for discussion of the feasibility study completed by HKG Architects of Aberdeen.  Scott Sikkink, HKG Architects presented the feasibility study with two different options being presented: option 1 includes a New Law Enforcement Center attached to the current courthouse and renovation of the existing courthouse for approximately $8 million.  Option 2 includes renovation of the existing courthouse and building a new Law Enforcement Center on a new site for approximately $9.6 million (this does not include the cost of acquiring land and utilities.)  Symens moved, Knebel seconded to accept the feasibility study and to move forward with strategic planning sessions in the community.  All members voted aye. The full feasibility report can be viewed in the Auditor’s office during normal business hours.
